Cover tension:

Keeping cover taut:

Cover may appear loose or relaxed in cooler or cold conditions.
Cover may appear tight in warmer or hot conditions.

Periodically or as needed, pull cover tight across width of
pickup bed, secure loop and hook on side rails.

For ease of operation, periodically clean with
high pressure water to remove dirt and dust.

There is no need to adjust cover length tension. The Latch Assembly is set to the correct tension.
Any modification done to this will VOID warranty.
